Each ingredient or raw 

material has to undergo a 

significant creative  change 

and comply with the 

relevant UK and EU 

regulations  before it is 

invited to join the Scheme.  

From small beginnings the 

scheme now has nearly 

1000 members and covers 

all business sectors within 

Cornwall with the 

Arts/Crafts and Food/Drink 

sectors bei ng the most 

prominent.  

 

A quick reminder, I do  offer 

a repair and alteration 

service, please bring any 

items to a craft fayre near 

you or contact me via the 

web site and we can 

discuss. I nearly always 

carry my jewe llery tools and  

bits and bobs to all the 

faryes so I can normally fix 

on the day.

Using a dremel for the 

intricate pieces I cut out 

the shape and then use a 

scalpel and files to finish the 

pendant.  

 

I also use various sharp 

points to etch into the 

surface of the stone.  

 

All pendants come with 

either black or brown 

leather cord which is 

adjustable.  

 

There are various designs, 

too many to show here, 

please do check my 

website.
